Feeding: 

· Wet food – Please offer 1-2 scoops of canned wet food, twice daily.

· Dry food – Please offer dry food for the puppies to munch on throughout the day.
· Always leave access to fresh water for drinking as well.

Other instructions:

· Monitor for any coughing, sneezing, eye/nasal discharge, lethargy, vomiting, loss of appetite, weight loss, diarrhea, or skin issues.
· Let us know of any medical concerns so we can schedule a vet appointment as needed.  
· Email weights to foster staff weekly, but please also let us know ASAP if you notice any weight loss. 
· Please weigh them at the same time each day, as that will give the most accurate weights. 
· If they have messy faces or feet after eating canned food, please keep clean by wiping face with a warm wet washcloth and can rinse feet in some warm water.
· Do not take puppies out into public places: they are not fully vaccinated. They may go into your backyard if it is a private area where they aren’t exposed to other dogs.

· Use only positive reinforcement training techniques. If you have any questions about this, please ask foster staff.
